Kyrie,

It is Zeus anathema on our epoch and the
heresy of our economic method and policies that we
should agonize the Scylla of numismatic plethora and
the Charybdis of economic anemia. It is not my
idiosyncrasy to be ironic or sarcastic but my diagnosis
would be that politicians are rather cryptoplethorist.
Although they emphatically stigmatize numismatic
plethora, they energize it through their tactics and
practices. Our policies should be based more on
economic and less on political criteria. Our gnomon
has to be a metron between economic strategic and
philanthropic scopes. In an epoch characterized by
monopolies, oligopolies, monopolistic antagonism and
polymorphous inelasticities, our policies have to be
more orthological, but this should not be
netamorfhosed into plethorophobia, which is endemic
among academic economists. Nomismatic symmetry
should not antagonize economic acme. A greater
harmonization between the practices of the economic
and numismatic archons is basic. Parallel to this we
have to synchronize and harmonize more and more our
economic and numismatic policies panethnically. These
scopes are more practicable now, when the prognostics
of the political and economic barometer are halcyonic.
The history of our didimus organizations on thiw
sphere has been didactic and their gnostic practices
will always be a tonic to the polyonymus and

idiomorphus ethnical economies. The genesis of the

programmed organization will dynamize these policies.
Therefore, 1 sympathize, although not with criticism
one of the themes with the aposties and the hierarchy of
our organs in their zeal to program orthodox economic
and numismatic policies.

I apologize for having tyrannized you with my
Hellenic phraseology. In my epilogue | emphasize my
eulogy to the philoxenous autochthons of this
cosmopolitan metropolis and my encomium to you
Kyrie, and the stenographers.

Y He is also famous for demonstrating the contribution
of Greek language to the English vocabulary by making English
speeches, as he said, "using with the exception of articles and
prepositions only Greek words", to foreign audiences.

Two of his speeches, given in Washington D.C. in 1957 and 1959, in
English are considered to be historic and notable because they
contained mainly terms of Greek origin. In the opposite column is
the text of the 1959 speech.

of need.

Moreover, it was agreed that cooperation and the lines of
communication between the Panelian Federation and Municipality
of Ilida will be strengthened.

I thank our honored guests for their visit to New York, and look
forward to working with them for the greater good of Elians both in
the omogeneia, and in Elia.

A special thanks to Sophia Varouxis and the Patris newspaper for
their continued support of the Elians in the USA & Canada. Its
reporting of our news and events, allows Elians within Elia to know
of our existence and learn of the efforts we take in preserving and
promoting our Elian culture.

Moreover I would like to thank the Panelian Federation’s
Supreme Representative of NY Nikolaos Sinopoulos, and his
wife Demetra, who acted as sightseeing guides and tirelessly
provided transportation to our Elian guests throughout their stay in
New York. Niko and Demetra, you are assets to our
organization! Thank you!

Honoring the Elian Roots of the Ethnikos Kyrix and its
founder Petros P. Tatanis

On April 2, 2015, the Ethnikos Kyrix Newspaper reached its 100"
year in existence. This milestone is not only significant for
Americans of Hellenic descent, but is especially significant for
those of us who are of Elian descent, given that the newspaper’s
founder, Petros P. Tatanis, was a fellow Elian from the
municipality of Amaliada.

There is no question that the Ethnikos Kyrix has played a prominent
role within the Hellenic American community since its establishment.
As Elians we have considered it our duty to honor those roots, to learn
more about its long forgotten founder and fellow Elian, Petros P.
Tatanis, and to help Tatanis receive his due recognition as a major
figure in Hellenic American history. It is my belief that we
successfully achieved these goals and the when, where and how, are
discussed below.

Beginning in 2007, Helen Pappas, along with help from
Constantinos Lycoyannis, suggested to the publishers of the
Ethnikos Kyrix, Andonis Diamataris, and the Patris newspaper in
Pyrgos, Elias, Leonidas Varouxis, the fraternization (adgigpomoinon)
between the two newspapers, given their common Elian component.
The suggestion became reality on May 17, 2008 during the Panelian
Federation of USA & Canada’s Convention in New York City with
the signing of a fraternization agreement. (see Hleikatida No. 21)

Subsequently, armed with information from my 2011 research on the
life of Petros P. Tatanis, we discovered Tatanis’ forgotten and
unmarked burial site at Cedar Grove Cemetery in Flushing, NY.
This prompted Elians, led by Constantinos Lycoyannis, along with
help from the Ethnikos Kyrix, in raising funds and erecting a fitting
headstone for Tatanis on December 02, 2012. (see Hleikatida No. 42)

On April 2, 2015, the day marking the Ethnikos Kyrix 100"
Anniversary, Petros P. Tatanis was honored at his grave site. Tatanis
was honored by, among others, the current editor of the Ethnikos
Kyrix Andonis Diamataris, the Consul General of the Hellenic
Republic in New York Georgios Iliopoulos, the Consul General of
the Republic of Cyprus in New York Ambassador Vasilios
Philippou, members of the Panelian Federation of USA & Canada,
including myself, and members of the local Elian chapter, the
Paneliakos Society of New York, led by its President Sotirios
Konstantakopoulos. (see Hleiaktida No. 54)

On the morning of May 22, 2015, the honored guests from the
Prefecture of Elia, consisting of the Mayor of the Municipality of
Ilida (where Amaliada is located), the Honorable Christos
Christodoulopoulos, the General Secretary of the Municipality of
Ilida Lykourgos Polyxronopoulos, Kostas Lavdas, and Sophia
Varouxis — Patris Pyrgou, joined members of the Panelian Federation
of USA & Canada, including myself, and members of the Paneliakos
Society of New York, led by its President Sotirios
Konstantakopoulos, in further honoring Tatanis at his grave site. As a
symbolic gesture, Mayor Christodoulopoulos brought soil from the
gravesite of Petros Tatanis’ parents in Amaliada, and placed it on
Tatanis’ grave. (see pg. 8)

Moreover, on the evening of May 22, 2015, the aforementioned
Honored Guests from the Prefecture of Elia, along with myself and
my wife Kristina Nifora Papadopoulos, Esq.; the Supreme Vice
Pres. of the Panelian Federation Andreas Papadakos (who
traveled here from  Toronto); PSNY  Pres. Sotirios
Konstantakopoulos with his wife Stavroula Konstantakopoulos;
the Supreme Rep. of NY Nikolaos Sinopoulos with his wife
Dimitra Sinopoulos; Constantinos Lycoyannis — PSNY Public
Relations; and Katerina Arvanitakis, Esq.; among others,
comprised the Elian Representation at the Ethnikos Kyrix Newspaper
100" Anniversary Gala which was held at the New York Public
Library in Manhattan. (see pg. 9)

These efforts and events remind us of the important role that Tatanis
played, not only for the Hellenic American community, but also for
our fellow Elians. There is no doubt that fellow Americans of Elian
descent will feel pride for their Elian heritage.
