GREEK AMERICANS OF ELIAN DESCENT

Nicholas Demetri Chotas

= Nucoraog A. Tootog (Nick Chotas, also known as Nicholas Demetri Chotas), was born in
| Lechena, Elias in Greece. His exact date of birth is questionable. According to his Petition
. for U.S. Naturalization dated 11/21/1912, his date of birth is listed as September 19, 1890.
| His World War 1 Draft Registration Card, on the other hand, lists his date of birth as
" December 19, 1891.

| He arrived in the United States on April 02, 1905, from Patra, Greece, on board the ship
“Julia”, disembarking in New York City.

According to the book «EAAHNEX THX AMEPIKHX 1528-1948» by Mmndumng
- MolagoOpng (which spells his last name as “Chatas”), from New York City, Nick went to
Atlanta, Georgia, to work with his uncle Elias Chotas until 1912. Nick’s Petition for U.S.
Naturalization states his occupation as “Dealer in Soda Water and Cigars.”

Soon after, he started his own business, opening a confectionery shop and restaurant. After

a few years, the number of stores he established in the aforementioned fields amounted to

twelve. By 1948, he operated four businesses along with his 2 partners, who were also his

brothers (Christos and loannis Chotas), after bringing them to the United States from
* Greece.

In 1944 he was honored by the State of Georgia, for his hard work in issues affecting the State. In addition, as a
result of his involvement with the economic, political and spiritual aspects of the state of Georgia, he maintained
very close relationships with the elite members of society. It should also be noted that in 1922 he served as Lodge
Master of the Fulton Lodge Masons, Lodge No. 216 (one of the two oldest Masonic Lodges in Atlanta and Fulton
County in Georgia).

Simultaneously, the services he provided in supporting the “Greek Cause” can be described as priceless. His
drive was fueled by the love he had for his country of origin. More specifically, his work with AHEPA (American
Hellenic Educational Progressive Association) has been considered as a major factor in the organization’s growth.
In 1922 he was one of eight founders of AHEPA, and served as its first elected president.

He also served four terms as president of the Greek Community of Atlanta, zealously working on the issues
involving it, starting in 1915.

Despite the research, information about his life past 1948 is scarce. His death occurred on May 02, 1973, in
Atlanta, Georgia.

His wife, Mrs. Eustathia Chota, came from the Saranti family in Sparta. Following their marriage, they had six
children (Demetrios, Elpida, Konstantinos, Garifalia, Angeliki and Michael). Eustathia passed away on April 23,
1968.

His eldest son, Demetrios “James” Nick Chotas (see picture at the next page), served in the United States Navy
during World War I, having enlisted in 1941. For three years he served as a crew member in various submarines,
seeing combat in the Pacific Theater. In March 1944, he was serving as a Radioman, Third Class in the submarine
USS Grayback. The submarine was classified as Lost at Sea, when it did not report back to base after completion
of its tenth patrol in the East China Sea. James, along with the rest of the crew, was listed as “Missing in Action”
in March 28, 1944. On March 29, 1945 the classification was changed to “Presumed Dead”. As a result, he was
posthumously awarded the Purple Heart. In addition, on January 12, 1946, his name was listed among the 18,096
names of American World War Il Missing from the Pacific, in the Honolulu Memorial Cemetery of the Pacific.

Two Agents Returning Here to

Automotive and drilling equip-
ment, including explosives, valued
at £1,000,000 has been placed at the
disposal of the Greck Government
by an American oil man of Greck
extraction for conversion 4 mih-
tary uses in the struggle against
Italy, it was announced yesterday,

The equipment includes a fleet of
trueks and automobiles, a 38-ton

The announcement was made in
the presence of Mr, Helis by Joseph
Froctor and Fred Linney, hoth of
New Iberia, La., who returned from
Greece Thursday on the American
Export liner uxcalibur. They wers
the last of Mr. Helis's fifty-two
agents there. They revealed that
they had received cabled instruc-
tions from Mr. Helis to place the

equipment at the disposal of Prime
Minister Metaxas,

Greece has a very vast supply of natural resources at its
disposal (such as oil, natural gas etc.), that can transform Greece
into a global powerhouse and one of the richest nations in the
world, from her current status as a debt ridden nation which can
potentially bring the entire world economy to a crash. (As a short
aside, considering Greece only has $350 Billion in debt, where the
